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Materials:

= Seed beads 11/0 bronze and gold (gold silver lined)

» Olive shaped beads 6-8 mm

 beading thread soft, like Toho One G, Miyuki, neylon
thread etc.

= clasp

The necklace length in the photo is about 45 cm.
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(gl ] Repeat steps 2—-3 until
% % the length reaches about 10-11 cm.
Then make steps 4-17.

After this, repeat steps 2-3 until
the end of the necklace (about 10-11 cm).

Connect the clasp in the end.
